Upon registration to play at Eastern Suburbs AFC, you are agreeing to pay for any fines
incurred from both Auckland Football Federation and New Zealand Football received in any
game for the duration of the season.

Fines are incurred for any Yellow or Red cards received by a player or team official. These
each carry a monetary amount — minimum of $25 — and are given for instances including but
not limited to the following;

Minor Infringements & Cautions

- Unsporting behaviour

- Dissent by word or action

- Persistent infringement of the Laws of the Game

- Delaying the restart of play

- Failure to retreat to the required distance when play is restarted with a corner kick,
free kick, or throw in

Serious Infringements & Send-offs

- Serious foul play or violent conduct

- Spitting at an opponent or any other person

- Denying the opposing team a goal or an obvious goal-scoring opportunity by
deliberately handling the ball

- Using offensive, insulting, or abusive language and/or gestures

- Receiving a second caution in the same match

Should you, the player, receive a card or fine during any game (regular season or cup fixture)
you will be required to pay this at your earliest convenience. You will receive email
notification that the amount has been added to your ClubHub account, where you can log in
and pay.
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
